Alcatraz was probably America’s most famous prison. Its convicts included the notorious gangster AL Capone. Now, the island of Alcatraz is a
national park, but the Global Peace Foundation is trying to change the old prison into a Peace Centre. However, many people think that Alcatraz is
too important in American history to destroy.
